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Abstract:

The abstract text should be formatted using 10-point Times New Roman and single spacing. The abstract should give readers concise information about the content of the paper and indicate the main results obtained and conclusions drawn. The abstract is not part of the text and should be complete in itself; no table numbers, figure numbers, references or displayed mathematical expressions should be included. It should be suitable for direct inclusion in abstracting services and should not normally exceed 100-300 words. Since contemporary information-retrieval systems rely heavily on the content of titles and abstracts to identify relevant papers in literature searches, great care should be taken in constructing both. 
Keywords: Authors should provide 4 to 6 keywords, which can be used for indexing purposes


1.   Introduction

The paper should contain 6-10 pages. The main text should be written with single line spacing, paragraph spacing: after 6 pt, alignment: justify. The body of the paper should be divided into chapters including a description of specific problems, questions or tasks, e.g.: An introduction should include general information concerning the main research problems, the main target of the paper and the methodology used in the problem solving process.

It is vital that you do not add any headers, footers and page numbers to your paper; these will be added during the production process at KOMAG.

The main text should contain the following sections:

1. Introduction

The introduction should briefly place the study in a broad context and highlight why it is important. It should define the purpose of the work and its significance. The current state of the research field should be carefully reviewed and key publications cited.

2. Materials and Methods
The Materials and Methods should be described with sufficient details to allow others to replicate and build on the published results. If article is a review article (does not include laboratory test results), should be presented the state of knowledge in a given field on the basis of current literature.
3. Results
This section may be divided by subheadings. It should provide a concise and precise description of the experimental results, their interpretation, as well as the experimental conclusions that can be drawn. 
4. Discussion
Authors should discuss the results and how they can be interpreted from the perspective of previous studies and of the working hypotheses. The findings and their implications should be discussed in the broadest context possible. Future research directions may also be highlighted.

5. Conclusions
This section is not mandatory but can be added to the manuscript if the discussion is unusually long or complex.

6. Patents (This section is not mandatory but may be added if there are patents resulting from the work reported in this article).

2. Text, font
Chapter (and subchapter) titles should be typed using 12 pt Times New Roman (paragraph spacing before 12 pt, after 6 pt), bold, single line spacing.
2.1. Formatting the author’s name, affiliations and keywords
The author’s name, affiliations and keywords should be typed using 10 pt Times New Roman (Paragraph spacing: before 0 pt, after 6 pt) with single line spacing. Only for author’s names and surnames use bold (author’s name in capital letters). Please provide e-mail address only for the corresponding author.
2.2. Formatting the main text 
The text in the chapter should be typed using Times New Roman fonts size 11, with a section incision 0.5 cm. Figures and tables should be numbered continuously. The copy-ready quality of the pictures is expected. The captions and legends should contain all the information necessary for a clear understanding of figures and tables.
3. Figures and tables
All figures, charts, schematics, and photographs should be named as figures in the text and numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals. Each figure should have a brief caption describing it and, if necessary, a key to interpret the various lines and symbols on the figure. 

All objects used in one figure should be grouped (the resolution of greyscale images, min. 400 dpi, color images min. 300 dpi). Drawings (figures, charts) should be prepared with minimum line weight 1pt. Accepted image file formats are: JPEG, TIFF, PDF. The figures should be horizontally centered.
